By-Laws
(Revised October 22, 2005)

Constitution and By-Laws

Article I – Name 
The official name of this organization shall be the Ohio Association of Supervisors of Family and Consumer Science.

Article II – Purpose and Mission
The mission is “To develop and support teachers of Family and Consumer Sciences who are informed and progressive leaders for today’s life-long learners and high tech society.”
The purpose of this association are:

Section 1.
To plan and conduct conferences and seminars for the professional development of members.

Section 2.
To unite in a common bond all persons involved in supervision, administration, and coordination of Family and Consumer Science programs throughout the State of Ohio.

Section 3.
To serve as a network system to communicate with members of the organization, legislative, governmental, business/industrial and other groups concerning Family and Consumer Science.

Section 4.
To provide guidance in policy and procedure development related to Family and Consumer Science program.

Section 5.
To facilitate leadership and participation in activities related to Family and Consumer Science.

Article III – Membership
Section 1.
Active membership shall be open to all certified functioning Career and Technical Education Supervisors who are ACTE-OACTE members.

Section 2.
Associate membership shall be open to certified personnel functioning as leaders of Family and Consumer Science programs.  Associate members may vote but will not be eligible to hold office in the Association.

Section 3.  
Honorary membership may be awarded by the Executive Council to individuals who have provided outstanding service toward the purposes of this Association.

Article IV – Meetings
Section 1.
The regular annual business meeting of this Association shall be held in conjunction with the major statewide inservice meeting conducted for persons supervising Family and Consumer Science programs. 

Section 2.
Other meetings of the total membership may be called by the Executive Council when in their judgment it is necessary or prudent to do so.

Section 3.
Roberts Rules of Order, New Revised Edition, shall be the official guide for conduction order of business for which no specific provision has been made in either the constitution or By-Laws.

Section 4.  
Executive Council meetings will be called by the president as necessary to conduct the business of the Association.

Article V – Dues
Annual dues shall be set at $10.00 per year payable at the annual meeting of the Association.

Article VI - Officers

Section 1.
The officers shall consist of a:

-    President

· President - Elect 

· Secretary 

· Treasurer

Section 2.
The Executive Council shall consist of:

· Elected Officers

· State Department Staff Liaison

· Chairperson or Standing Committees (will be appointed on a yearly

      basis by the President to insure representation of types of supervisors.  Terms of office may be consecutive.)

Section 3.        The President-Elect nominee shall be a local supervisor.


Section 4.
The term of office shall be:

· President - 1 year

· President - Elect -1 year

· Secretary – 2 years, elected in the even numbered years

· Treasurer- 2 years, elected in the odd numbered years

Officers may not succeed themselves in the same office.

President- Elect shall become President the following year.

Article VII – Officer Duties
Section 1.
The President shall:
· Call and preside at all general meetings.

· Serve on the Executive Council as chairperson and shall vote only in case of ties.

· Coordinate all Standing Committee activities.
· Appoint chairpersons of committees authorized by the Executive Council or membership, or under the Constitution and By-Laws.

· Represent the Association on matters concerning the Association at legislative meeting, quasi-governmental and other meetings as deemed important.

OR

· Appoint a member to serve.

· Make temporary appointments as per the Constitution to fulfill vacancies.
Section 2.
The President-Elect shall:

· Serve as President in the President’s absence.

· Serve as Program Planning Committee chairperson.

· Perform such other duties as the Executive Council deems necessary and proper.
Section 3.
The Secretary shall:

· Read and record the minutes of all general meetings and Executive meetings, and record attendance.

· Initiate correspondence at the direction of the President, Executive Council or general correspondence.

· Type and distribute membership directory annually.

· Perform other duties as asked by the Executive Council or President as deemed necessary and proper.
Section 4. 
The Treasurer shall:


-    Develop a budget.


-    Collect and be custodian of all funds of this Association.


-    Serve as Membership Committee chairperson.


-    Keep the membership list and issue receipts.


-    Keep accurate records at all times.  


-    Present a financial report to the members at all meetings.


-    Perform other duties as asked by the Executive Council or President as    deemed necessary and proper.

Section 5. 
The Executive Council shall:

· Approve expenditures within guidelines of the Constitution and By-Laws.

· Administer the affairs of the Association in emergency situations.

· Report the activities to the general membership.

· Propose amendments, dues structure, and assessments necessary for the operation of the Association.

Article VIII – Standing Committees
Each standing committee will maintain a record of committee assignments, timelines, and summary reports yearly.  Each committee has a responsibility list located in chairperson’s notebook.

Article IX – Quorum
A quorum will be a simple majority.

Article X – Association Year
The Terms of office and fiscal year will be from the January to December. 
Article XI – Nominations
Section 1. 
Nominations shall be prepared by the Nominating Committee.  The Nominating Committee shall consist of three representatives.  One from a city district, one from a JVS or local district, and one from the Family and Consumer Science Section, State Department.  Nominations will be accepted from the floor.

Section 2.
The nominate slate of officers will be mailed with the fall business meeting information for the election at that meeting.

Section 3. 
Installation of officers will be held at the first meeting of the new year. .
Article XII – Amendments 

Section 1.
Proposed amendments to this constitution may be submitted in writing to the Executive Council.  If the Executive Council passes the proposed amendment or an amended form, it shall be submitted at the next general meeting for debate and vote.

Section 2.
Proposed amendments shall be effective immediately upon a majority vote of those in attendance at the general meeting unless another specific date is identified.
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Standing committees shall be:

Section 1. 
Scholarship Committee 

The scholarship committee will consist of:

-  at least two active members of the association.

The scholarship committee will:

- send out nomination forms for the Professional Development Award to all association     members in the fall.
- research and make recommendations for the Professional Development Award (given to  either a teacher or a supervisor who has made a significant commitment to Family and Consumer Science and FCCLA programs) during the All Ohio Conference.
- present certificate and check (to be decided yearly by the membership) to the OACTE Teacher of the Year to help with the expenses to the National ACTE  Family and Consumer Science Convention.

- during the All Ohio Conference, present the winner of the Professional Development Award with a plaque.
Section 2.
Program Committee
The Program Committee will consist of:

- the elected officers


- State Department Liaison person.


- one or more teacher educators.


- chairpersons of standing committee.

The Program Committee will:


- be chaired by the President-Elect of the Association.


- plan the programs for all meeting, including speakers and other activities.


- set up and finalize program agendas for all meetings.


- contact and follow-up with all speakers.


- find presiders for all activities.

- provide list with names and addresses of speakers to the secretary to write thank-you           letters.


- work closely with the state department liaison person.


- keep a notebook and pass it on to the succeeding committee chairperson.

Section 3.
Legislative Committee
The Legislative Committee will:

- be appointed by the President.


- establish a legislative alert system.


- keep membership current on legislative concerns.


- make recommendations to Association for action on legislation.

Section 4. 
Membership Committee
The Membership Committee will:


- be chaired by the Treasurer of the Association.

- compile the membership directory information and forward it to the Secretary for                                                             distribution.

- collect the dues, and issue receipts and membership cards.
- promote membership in the organization.

- keep a notebook and pass it on to the succeeding committee chairperson.

Section 5. 
State Staff Liaison
The State Staff Liaison will be appointed by the Assistant Director, Division of Vocational and Adult Education, Family and Consumer Science Section, and will:


- attend all Association functions, meetings and board meetings.

- coordinate Association meetings by making local arrangements with hotel, etc.,      

   clearing meeting dates, coordinating and mailing meeting announcements, handling meeting registration, securing continuing education units from the Ohio Department of Education.

- provide time for Association business meetings and other activities as determined by the group at the annual All Ohio Conference.

Section 6. 
Mentoring
The Mentoring Committee will:


- submit a mission statement to the Association members each year for approval.


- appoint current supervisor to mentor new supervisors.


- promote the value of leadership in Family Consumer Science.
Section 7.
OACTE Family and Consumer Science Division Board Liaison
The committee will consist of:


- a chairperson who is an active member of the OACTE Family and Consumer 
                     Science  

Division Board.

- other member of the Supervisors’ Association as needed.

The OACTE/Family Consumer Science Division Board Liaison will:


- attend meetings and share information with the Supervisors’ Association and the 

OACTE/Family Consumer Science Division Board regarding common activities.

- plan one or more activities to be held during the All Ohio Conference to be sponsored by the Supervisors’ Association.
Section 8.
Recognition/Social Committee
The Recognition/Social Committee will:


- maintain a list of awards and length of service for members of the organization.


- purchase gifts for speakers.


- plan social events for Supervisors’ Association functions.


- recognize outgoing officers.


- promote the sale of pins representing the organization.


- work with the Treasurer in planning budget.


- implement honorary membership selection and recognition.


- keep a notebook and pass it on to the succeeding committee chairperson.

Section 9.
Nominating
The Nominating Committee will consist of:


- one city Career and Tech supervisor.

- one Career and Tech Planning District or local supervisor.

- one state department supervisor.

The Nominating Committee will:


- prepare a slate of officers each year as stated in the Constitution, Article IX to be 
mailed to all members prior to the winter meeting. 
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
